Golf Contests

The game of golf is exciting for most players, but that doesn’t mean you can’t add a little pizzazz to make the legendary game more fun for your guests.

Throwing in contests allows your beginner players an opportunity to “win” - and who doesn’t love to win. 

Driving Contest  

· Place judges on this fairway to cheer on your guests and keep score of the drives

· The pro can mark off milestones with flags prior to the Tournament beginning

· Each player gets three to five drives

· The top three drives count

· Works best on a long, wide, flat fairway 

Longest Drive  

· Guests who may not be accurate can show off their strength and ability to drive that ball down the fairway

· Works best on a par-5, long fairway

Shortest Drive

· Short is good in this case.

· Use the same par-5 hole as the longest drive contest, allowing more “winners”

Straightest Drive

· White line is placed down the middle of the fairway. 

· The ball that lands on, or closest to, the white line is the winner. 

Closest to the Pin

· Shot that comes to rest closest to the pin.

· Typically seen on a par-3 hole on the second half of the Tourney.

Longest Put

· Tiger Woods?  Select a green with a challenging lie. 

· Guests can place their ball as far out as they like, others then try to beat the leader.

· Works well as a pre-game contest, prior to play, great way for your guests to warm-up with friendly banter.

· If you have the budget, this is a great contest to pair with a marquee prize – the “Thousand Dollar Putt” or “Putt for a Range Rover”.
